Montessori families,

           As we enter our first full month of school the children are truly finding their places in the environment. Oftentimes the qualities of the Montessori classroom that are most exciting yet intimidating for new students are the aspects of independence along with the sense of responsibility. The Montessori environment is uniquely created to allow the children freedom within limits where they are encouraged to be as independent as possible. If a child is pouring rice into a  funnel and misses, it is their responsibility to take care of the mess. The children are taught that a water mess is treated differently than a dry mess and they are responsible for cleaning up after themselves within reasonable expectations. To extend this sense of responsibility into your home you could set up your own cleaning area for your child. Be sure that the area is within the child's reach, make towels available for drink spills as well as a small hand broom and dust pan to clean up crumbs after a meal. Show your child where to place wet towels and be sure they can reach the trashcan to throw things away on their own. When the towels have been laundered ask your child to fold them and put them away. A sense of ownership will encourage responsibility and you may be surprised to see that your child is happy to clean up their own mess!
